Overall jail healthcare costs increase 8% per year and are
projected to double in nine years.

With an aging population, costly chronic conditions continue
to escalate.

Sixty one percent of inmates 45 years or older are reported
to have a pre-existing medical condition. Fourteen percent
of the inmates reported having two or more existing
medical conditions.

More than half of female inmates reported having a pre-existing
medical condition.

In states with budget cuts, mental health treatment has
become an issue and is further complicated by expensive
bed diversion policies.

Many county jail inmates with mental illness are dual diagnosed.
Among jail inmates dependent on, or abusing drugs, four in
ten report having a physical or mental impairment.
